Each season dozens of Game Food Plot Management Seminars are presented for sportsmen. Here are a few of the commonly asked questions and a brief response. By following a few key dos and avoiding a couple of critical don’ts, you can have the lush, productive food plot you’re looking for.
Q & A’s

Q:     Where is the best place to establish a Game Food Plot?

A:
Choose a site with direct light for most of the day for best success.  Avoid 


locations with heavy undergrowth and extended periods of shade.  



RegalGraze grows best in direct sunlight in an open area with a full day’s 


sun.  
Q: 
What is the best time of the year to plant a Game Food Plot?

A:
The planting season depends upon where you’re located.  For the Northern 

U.S., plant in the spring or late summer.  Across the transitional zone, food 

plots can be established in the spring or early fall.  In the Deep South, 


plantings can be made during the fall, late winter or early spring with late 


February usually being the best time.  

Q:
Some say I need a soil test to check for pH, to add fertilizer, etc.  What do I really need to do?
A:
Soil testing is a cheap way to ensure your stand will perform up to its full 


genetic potential.  Clovers prefer a pH of 6.0 or above; however, 



RegalGraze has performed well in a pH of 5.4.  Liming is a cheap 



insurance and not really hard to do.  Most local feed and seed stores have 


the sample bags for you to use and will send them off to have them tested 


or contact your local extension office for assistance.

The nutrient requirements of clovers are different than other forages since 


they are legumes.  Clovers fix their own nitrogen; therefore, NO nitrogen 


is required on clover food plots.  RegalGraze will also provide nitrogen for 

the other forages planted in the food plot.  The only nutrients you will 


need (if your soil test calls for it) will be a phosphorus and potassium 


fertilizer.

Q:
How do I plant?
A:
Your first choice would be a prepared seed bed.  After your have decided 


where to plant, begin by clearing undergrowth, apply any lime or fertilizer, 

and lightly disking the soil to a depth of no more than 4 to 6 inches.  Then 


drag to level and firm the soil.


Seed can be broadcast using a pull-type seeder, a hand held spinner or by 


hand sowing.  If your soil is a heavy clay, you have the option of 



broadcasting or drill planting.  In either case, lightly pack the soil after 


seeding.  If your soil is sandy, it is better to broadcast and have the rain 


soak the seed in versus covering and packing.  If you use a drill seeder, do 


not place the seed deeper than ¼”!

RegalGraze comes ready to plant with a seed coating and inoculant to help 

ensure the germinating seed has every advantage to become a healthy 


plant.


The only stand failures I have seen with RegalGraze have been where 


farmers or sportsmen have gotten the seed too deep or they have planted 


other grasses at too heavy a rate.  The main point is seed-to-soil contact!
Q:
What seeding rate should I use for RegalGraze?

A:
Plant one Sportsman’s Bucket per acre when planting by itself.  When 


planting in a mix with other species, lower the seeding rate at a 



proportional rate to your mix.


Make sure enough seed is planted for the desired effect.  If you want a 


pure clover stand, plant at the higher (7 pounds per acre).  If mixing with 


other food plot forages, lower the RegalGraze seeding rate, but do not go 


below 3 pounds per acre.

Q:
How do I take care of my Game Food Plot?
A:
Start clipping or mowing your plot in late May or June after the first flush 


or growth for your area to keep the plants growing and to control weeds.  


Continue to clip up to the end of August or early September at the latest.  


The frequency of mowings will depend on weed pressure and competition.  

RegalGraze will really come back strong after mowing since it has the 


OverGraze Protection bred into it.  We have seen RegalGraze in some 


food plots where it did not go dormant at all during the heat of the 



summer.  You will be amazed by the regrowth in just two weeks after 


clipping.  Deer and wildlife love RegalGraze and most likely will do the 


clippings for you.

Q:  
If I don’t plant all the seed immediately, can I store it?

A:
Yes, RegalGraze can be stored.  Always store in a cool, dark and dry place 

to protect its germination and the quality of the seed coating.
